Dear Parents and Carers,
It seems like the first few days have gone well. We are all beginning to settle into a routine and the children are all working hard which is good to see! From Monday 14th September primary school staff (not children) are being advised to wear face coverings in communal indoor areas. We will speak to the children on Monday so that they all know what to expect. Please can all parents continue to text, email or telephone messages to school as all advice from the Director of Public Health England for the ER is for adults to avoid contact with other adults as much as possible.

Contact Details

Next week we will be sending home your child’s contact details for you to check.  Please can you ensure that all telephone numbers are the most recent ones and let us know of any changes to medical information or allergies before returning the form to school.  If on this form you identify that your child has asthma they must bring an inhaler (please check it is in date) into school. Please label this and send it in to school.  If at any point during the school year these contact details change or your child develops a medical condition/allergy please can you make sure that you inform the office straight away so that we can update our records.

Photograph Consent and Local Visit Letter

Just a reminder that photograph consent (for using photos within the school community, including the website) and local visit letters have been signed previously but if you have any queries about these or would like to check or change the letter you signed, please telephone or email the school office.
Individual Photos – Thursday 24th September

Wrates Photographers will be visiting us on Thursday 24th September.  If your child is in full time school, (Class 1, 2 and 3) they will have their photo taken at some point in the afternoon.  We will also organise for sibling photos.  If your child only attends school in the morning and you would like their photo taken (both individual and sibling) please email the school and we will give you a time slot.
School Events and Celebrations
Unfortunately due to the current situation there will be changes to some of our key events that take place during the school year. For now we have made the decision to cancel some of our Christmas events. Unfortunately we will not be able to perform a Christmas play, hold our Coffee and Carol event or Wreath making and I think it is highly unlikely that we will be able to have a carol service. After some discussion we have pencilled in a date for a community Christmas event - we are not sure what this will be or look like yet but we are hoping that we will be able to put on a short Christmas based service outside after school one night. Please check the dates page for the proposed date for this event.  The children will still have their usual Christmas party and Christmas lunches (although Father Christmas may have to wear a face mask to visit!). I have ‘pencilled’ in dates for Easter and the summer term in the hope that these events will be able to take place.
Harvest Festival and Dig-it - Week Beginning 28th September
The children and staff will still be involved in a Harvest festival although unfortunately we will not be able to invite parents to this event. We have made the decision not to deliver flowers around the village but the children will be making and delivering cards instead. We will let you know a bit nearer the time the exact day for Dig-it depending on the weather forecast and we will also be collecting food donations for the food bank (I think they currently have a list of food that is in short supply so we will let you know that nearer the time too).

Dig it day will take place on the same day as our Harvest Celebration. Everyone will be involved from Foundation through to Year 6.  Please can your child come to school in old clothes and shoes/wellies that can get mucky and bring their school uniform in a bag so that they can get changed in the afternoon ready for our Harvest Service
Parents’ Evening - Week Beginning 12th and 19th October 2020
Unfortunately we will not be able to have face to face parents’ meetings this term but we will be organising telephone consultation with your child’s teacher. These will take place on the week beginning 12th and 19th October. A more detailed letter will be sent out nearer the time.
Illness

It is really important to ensure that as a community we all stay safe and well. If your child/children or anyone else in your family is feeling unwell in any way please do not send your child/children to school. The NHS guidance states that the main symptoms of Covid19 are:

· a high temperature

· a new continuous cough - this means coughing a lot for more than an hour or 3 or more episodes in 24 hours (if you usually have a cough, it may be worse than usual)

· a loss or a change to your sense of smell or taste - this means you’ve noticed you cannot smell or taste anything or things smell or taste different from normal

If your child or anyone else in your family has any of the above symptoms, then it will be necessary for them to be tested before they return to school. Please let us know the outcome of the test as soon as possible. If this is outside of school hours please either leave a message or text the school mobile phone on 07976 825340.  If your child or someone in your family does not have these symptoms, a test is not required and your child can return to school as normal when he/she is fit and well.

If you have had to give your child Calpol/paracetamol based products do not send them to school, as in the current climate this in an indicator that they are not well enough to attend.
